I just rode my Spyder first time I have rode a trike in my life, first that I have had freedom in twenty nine years and
feels wonderful. I have had all the work down at Dave Kellett's motorcycle engineering at Randall Street Slacks
Creek. He is a great guy and I would not take it to any other place. As you can see | have a few photos and if any-
body has any questions it would be best to talk to Dave on 07 32390 2811. He put the foot brake up to the handle
bars using Brembo brake parts I bought from Bayside Performance Wholesalers inthe US. They sell the 19x20
Master for $275.95 plus $63 for the complete mounting kit including reservoir. Shipping to Australia is $40, bring-
ing your grand total to $378.95 USD. ETA on delivery would be 6-12 business days. I got Dave to weld a steel
shaft onto the park brake ( do not wield while on the bike) and I bought a gear knob to put on top so I could push
down the lever. I had floor boards made up out of 3mm alumiumn all over as you can see. He attached that to the
foot pegs using bolts and nylon nuts. I intend to get some stainless steel bolts in time. Dave drilled a whole at the
bottom of the floorboards for the water to drain out when it rains. I intend to get the floorboards powercoated and
then put pinchwield around the edges and use some adhesive rubber about 60mm in width and 10mm thick just to
tidy it up a bit and to stop it cutting into the black plastic out the front of the floorboards. $330.00 for the floor-
boards only.
